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Weekly Conflict Summary — January 19-25, 2017

ISIS has also advanced significantly in their siege of government-held Deir Ez-Zor, cutting the territory
held by the government into two. Hezbollah and government forces have been redeployed to the
countryside in an attempt to push ISIS forces from the territory they recently secured, though success has
been minimal. ISIS forces appear poised to advance on the Deir Ez-Zor Military Airport, which, if
successful, would deal a major blow to government forces in the area.
