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Weekly Conflict Summary 
December 8-14, 2016 

This week, pro-government forces captured nearly all of the remainder of opposition-held East Aleppo. 
Reports of summary executions and ceasefire breaches initially plagued attempts to evacuate the 
remaining civilians and opposition forces. A Russian-brokered evacuation deal made later in the week 
marked the end of the battle for Aleppo, but was blocked by Iranian-backed militias, hinting at more 
enduring and complex problems yet to come.
